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RENOVATION PROJECT UPDATE 
As you know, we have the big renovation and upgrade of our church facilities 

scheduled for this summer. We have agreed to give the contractors as much 

access as they need during the mid-July to mid-Sept renovation period. Our 

hopes are that the work can be completed by then, but we wonõt know for sure 

until they are well into the project. We will have to be flexible and prepared for 

any last minute changes. We have asked to have access to the sanctuary for our 

Sunday services, but even those may get òadjustedó now and then. We will do 

our best to keep everyone informed with notes on our website and face book 

pages should delays or cancellations become necessary. But we also ask that you 

òstay in touchó by calling in advance either pastor Kenneth, Liselotte Ostergaard, 

John Uffe, Lilly Nielsen, or me if you are in doubt of any activity. We do hope 

to be back to full speed by mid-Sept, when it will be a pleasure to see and experi-

ence the changes, but only time will tell. In the mean time we ask for your pa-

tience and understanding for any inconvenience this may cause.  

On another note, we were quite surprised at the proposed total cost submitted 

by the contract bidders for the work we were hoping to get done. We did expect 

a higher than normal bid since we had asked for many extras as we were going 

through each of the different areas. However even the lowest bid was well over 

our suggested budget. We have since worked with the preferred contractor to 

reduce the proposed cost by eliminating any extras that were not functionally 

necessary, as well as prioritizing the various areas we were looking to upgrade. 

Our focus is on the important areas ð the front steps and entrance, the Royal 

Hall and downstairs washrooms, the sanctuary and chancel re-carpeting and air 

conditioning, and the Kai Munk room. The other areas will be considered only 

when and if funds are available. The renovation project team (and in particular 

John Uffe) has spent many hours and much energy to get the best result for the 

best price with our needs in mind. The final version is still being worked on, but 

will be something we can be happy and proud of.

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PASTORõS CORNER 
At the library the other day I was 

leafing through the memoires of a 

French statesman and writer. Among 

many other things he served as an 

ambassador for Napoleon Bona-

parte. His name is Chateaubriand. 

The name is mostly known today 

because his private chef invented a 

meat dish cut from the tenderloin 

and named it after him. Chateaubri-

and did more exciting things than eat 

chateaubriands, though. He also trav-

elled in North America. I stumbled 

on a chapter entitled ôThe Niagara 

Cataractõ. I thought it would be fun to 

share it with you. Perhaps you are 

going there this summer. Here is how 

a Romantic poet tells his journey to 

the waterfall at the end of the eight-

eenth century. Itõs completely truth-

ful. Or only slightly exaggerated. 

ôFrom our quarters to the waterfall,õ 

Chateaubriand tells us, ôthere were 

twelve or fifteen kilometres; it took 

three or four hours for me and my 

guide to get there. From six miles 

away I could see the column of va-

pour that indicates the place where 

the water spills over the cliff. My 

heart beat with joy and terror as we 

entered the wood that concealed one 

of the greatest displays that nature 

has ever provided. 

ôWe put our feet on the ground. 

Leading our horses by the bridle we 

reached the banks of the Niagara 

river, seven or eight hundred feet 

above the Fall. As I kept moving 

forward, the guide grabbed my arm; 

he stopped me at the very edge of the 

water, which flowed past me with the 

speed of an arrow. There was no 

froth; it slipped like a piece of cloth 

over the edge of the cliff. Its silence 

before it fell contrasted with the roar 

that it made as it fell. He held my 

arm firmly since I felt almost carried 

away by the river and had an involun-

tary urge to throw myself in. 

ôI was unable to express the emotion 

that went through me at the view of 

such a sublime disorder. I have seen 

the waterfalls of the Alps and of the 

Pyrenees with their goats and their 

antelopes but Niagara erases every-

thing.õ 

Then the real danger begins. 

ôI held the bridle of my horse wound 

around my wrist when a rattlesnake 

made a noise in the bushes. The 

horse is frightened and rears up. He 

moves back towards the waterfall. I 

am unable to free my hand from the 

reins. The horse is more and more 

upset and he pulls me along. His 

front legs are already leaving the 

ground. He sits down on his hind 

legs on the edge of the abyss. He 

would have fallen down if not for the 

reins. I was practically dead when the 

animal realizes the new danger, per-

forms a pirouette and saves us both.õ 

And that is not all. Chateaubriand is 

determined to climb down to the foot 

of the cliff. There is a ladder there 

made by lianas but it is broken. Still 

he manages to climb down as low as 

forty feet from the bottom. That is 

where he slips. He finds himself sus-

pended in thin air, holding on to a 

tree root by one hand. He can feel 

how his fingers lose their grip. Mirac-

ulously he falls down on a rock with a 

horizontal surface, just inches from 

the precipice and very close to the 

waterfall. The moisture and the cold 

bring him back to life.  
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His guide returns with some men 

from a village close by and they man-

age to drag him back up. 

This dramatic account is peppered 

with reflections of a more philosophi-

cal nature. ôIf I had left the world 

behind in the middle of the Canadian 

woods,õ he ponders, ôwhat would my 

soul have carried with it to the su-

preme tribunal: the sacrifices, the 

good works, the virtues of the mis-

sionary fathers or just empty days and 

pipe dreams?õ  

He also reflects on the meaning of a 

natural wonder like the Niagara Falls. 

ôWhat is a waterfall that falls eternally 

with the earth and the sky as un-

moved witnesses if human beings are 

not there with their fortunes and mis-

fortunes? Imagine to sink into this 

solitude of water and mountains and 

not to know with whom to share this 

amazing spectacle! The water, the 

rocks, the woods, the torrents for 

oneself alone! Give the soul a com-

panion, then the smiling hillsides and 

the fresh breath of the waves, then 

everything is a delight: the daytime 

journey, the nighttime rest, moving 

across the water, sleeping on the 

moss will bring out all the tenderness 

of which the heart is capable.õ This is 

the voice of a Romantic! But isnõt he 

right? Iõm tempted to borrow some 

of his pathos: The Niagara is nothing 

more than tonnes and tonnes of wa-

ter flowing over a cliff if youõre not in 

the mood or you have no one to 

share it with. And vice versa: The 

concrete jungle can be a natural won-

der if the soul has its companion. 

Except, of course, that you really 

have to see through a lot of awfulness 

if you go there today. Chateaubriand 

arrived on horseback through the 

woods. But at the time when he is 

writing, some thirty years later, he 

already mourns the lost innocence of 

the falls. ôToday,õ he writes --- and 

this is 1822 ---, ôwide paths lead to the 

falls. There are inns on both the Brit-

ish and the American side and there 

are mills and manufacturing buildings 

downstream from the chasm.õ I won-

der what he would have said if he 

could have seen the place today.
